While most volumes of poetry contain specific images or stories about the author's life,
poetic memoir allows the writer to focus on one particular life experience. Examples of
this are Slamming Open the Door by Kathleen Sheeder Bonanno and Jane by Maggie Nelson.
Micro-memoir is another genre that allows a poet to create prose poems that show short
bits of their lives, such as in Beth Ann Fennelly's new book, Heating & Cooling. Both of
these forms can be collected into one volume that tells a poetic story with a narrative arc.
In this talk, we will explore the process of writing toward a poetry memoir, and Marissa
will read excerpts from her work in progress to show how the process evolves.

For the next edition of The Reach of Song, the Editor will accept submissions beginning
January 1 through the February 16, from members in good standing of the Georgia
Poetry Society. The Society encourages all current members to submit works for The
Reach of Song, although membership does not guarantee inclusion. In addition to member
poems, the collection will contain the winning poems of the most recent youth and adult
contests, as well as the recipients of The Awards for Excellence among member poems.
The anthology will be available in July at the Summer Quarterly GPS meeting.

Entries:

(1) must be 40 lines or fewer,

(2) must not have been previously published in The Reach of Song, and
(3) must not have won a cash prize in any state-wide poetry competition.
(4) Submissions may be on any subject and may follow any form.

Two nonmember judges will rank the works. Those receiving highest marks will qualify
for First-, Second-, and Third-Place Awards for Excellence. The poems receiving these
awards will be published in The Reach of Song and the award recipients will receive free
copies of the anthology. No more than one poem per poet will be included in the
Member Section. If you are able, you will be asked to submit an electronic copy for
poems accepted for publication in The Reach of Song. Each poet will receive a proof of
the poems, with a request for a prompt response. Entries must be postmarked no later
than the 3rd Friday in February:.
